a. Principal’s Report
1. In response to middle school mental health needs $17,000 is being used for a defined position of Behavioral Health Support. The role of this individual will be to meet with students. There is potential to reach out to Fulton County Health Clinics for support. 
2. There will be a second de-escalation training for staff in the second semester. 
3. Projected enrollment is 320 students. A cap is being placed on 12, 6, and 9th grades, no students for these grades will be accepted. 7-8, 10-11th graders will be considered. There remains a 113 student waitlist. We will begin recruiting visits in January. 
4. Summer School or Camp will house four programs. One for six grade, a bridge program for 8t transitioning 9th graders, recovery for high school students, and a middle school program. Ms. Peña Telfer and Ms. Stewart will serve as assistant principals. 
5. There will be a laptop deployment to all middle school students and teachers starting in January. 
6. A $1,000 grant was obtained for clothing for the students. All sixth graders will receive an embroidered button up.
7. We will have an advanced Ed mock STEM walk through January 18th. In addition STEM Atlanta Women are redoing the STEM Lab as an innovation center. 
8. We will have a .5 German instructor, and our .5 Math Coach has started. He is analyzing data and assessing standards. 
9. Staff will have a 5 days of Christmas on half days Dec. 18-21st. Students will leave campus by 12:30pm.
